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Abstract

Starting from sensual activities, Marx elucidated the relationship between human beings and na-
ture, the idea of “humanizing nature” and the nature of the relationship between human beings
and nature, revealed the root causes of the ecological crisis of capitalism, and provided ideas for
realizing the harmonious coexistence of human beings and nature.
