Abstract

The old urban area carries the memories of the city and represents the cornerstone of the city’s
historical and cultural development. With the rapid development of urbanization, “large-scale
demolition and construction” no longer meets the needs of urban renewal, and gradually develops
towards the idea of “retaining, replacing, and demolishing” urban renewal. Since the 14th Five
Year Plan of the country clearly proposed the implementation of urban renewal activities and
promoted urban renewal under the goal of achieving “dual carbon”, renovation activities across
the country have been immediately implemented.
